Attention Freedom Riders we have some very important buisness coming up
again.Senator Trotter & Rep.Flowers have filed two bills apiece. On January12th Senator
Trotter inttoduced two bills that would require motorcycle helmet use in lllinois.

SB2535 would require riders under the age of 18 & passengers under 18 on motorcycles ,
motor drivin cycles, & motorized pedacycles to wear a helmet that is properly fastened
under the persons chin with a chin strap.

SB2536 would require EVERY OPERATOR & PASSENGER REGARDLESS OF AGE
to wear a helmet.

On January 22" Rep. Flowers filed two house bills. The first, HB5029 is so full of draco-
nian, anti- ATV provisions i will repeat the synopsis weitted by the Legislative Reference
Bureau:

Amends the school code to provide that school districts must provide instructions in rela-
tion to the laws regarding the operation of aliterrain vehicles & off highway motorcycles

in grades kindergarten through 12 & may include the instruction in social studies, Ameri-
can government ,driver education, or other appropriate courses of study. Amends the Illi-
nois Vehicle Code to prohibit any use of alterrain or off highway vehicles on roads. Pro-
vides that the Secretary of State may suspend a persons DRIVERS LICENSE for 6
months for violation of provisions relating to the illegal use of alterrain & off highway
vehicles on streets & riding aliterrain& off highway vehicles as a passenger. Provides that
it is illegal to operate said vshicles if the operator is under the age of 16,dose not have a
VALID DRIVERS LICENSE , or is not wearing a properly fitted helmet secured to the
persons head. Provides that a person must demonstrate knowledge oftalirain & off

hi ghway vehicles | aws on the written examinat

HB5031 Rep. Flowers ? bill is like Senator Trotters SB2536 stating that all operators &
passengers wear a secured helmet.

Consumer Product Safety Commission has issued its report on January™,5and unfortu-
nately did not change its position on the exemption of youth efbad motorcycles &

ATV'S from the ban of sale in the USA. The stay of enforcement on the issue has just over
a year remaining. This will continue to heat up as the MRF puts pressure on Congress to
address the issue.

A.B.A.T.E has a tough task this year and we as members need to show our support. We
need to get the word out on these bills & push new membership& renewals to help sup-
port A.B.A.T.E. So they have more power to FIGHT FOR OUR RIGHTS!
